They
need money to live, so they need a job. However, they don’t love their work, and they feel unhappy. And
because they are unhappy, they may not work hard. Luckily, some people and companies are trying to
improve things.

Dan Price is the CEO of a company based in Seattle. In 2015, he raised the salaries of all of his workers to
$70,000 a year, much higher than the average income in the United States. To pay for this, he cut his own
salary to the same amount.
