Ss can understand the form and the usage of past simple tense and use imperatives to tell somebody to do some thing

	1. The past simple tense 
Form: 

- Positive:         S + Ved /V2.

Ex: We stayed at home lastnight.

- Negative:         S + didn’t + V.

Ex: I didn’t go to school yesterday

- Question and short answers. 

   Did + S + V + O ?
Ex: Did you watch TV lastnight ?
- Yes, S + did. / No, S + didn’t.
* Usage: 

- The past simple tense expresses an action that completely finished in the past.

- This tense always go with: yesterday, last week, ( night, month), ... Ago

* Regular verbs:

- stay (stayed

- watch ( watched

* Irregular verbs:

- have ( had

- eat ( ate

2. Imperatives

We use imperatives to tell someone to do something or to give a direct order.

Negative:     V!

Negative:     Don’t + V!

Ex: Keep silent!
