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ABSTRACT

It highlights how AI applications such as ChatGPT, Chat Qwen, and Google AI Studio can assist teachers in creating customized, challenging, and pedagogically sound materials. The research emphasizes AI's role in generating texts, comprehension questions, vocabulary exercises, and audio dialogues tailored to advanced learners' needs. By streamlining content creation, AI allows teachers to focus on instructional strategies and student engagement. The study also addresses the importance of aligning tasks with real-world reading and listening practices while promoting critical thinking and language development.
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INTRODUCTION

In the evolving landscape of education, the integration of Artificial Intelligence (AI) tools into teaching practices has become a transformative force. This study aims to explore "Using AI Apps to Assist Teachers in Designing Reading or Listening Tasks for Gifted Students," focusing on the unique needs of high-achieving students in specialized high schools. The study is particularly relevant within the context of the 2025 Regional Scientific Workshop for Gifted Students in Vietnam’s Coastal and Northern Delta Regions.

1. Reasons for Undertaking the Study

Feedback from students and fellow teachers will be collected to refine the materials.

4. Evaluation of Effectiveness:  

   The final stage involves assessing the quality and impact of the AI-assisted materials. This will be achieved through structured evaluations, including pre- and post-tests, surveys, and interviews. Additionally, Grok-3, an advanced AI evaluation tool, will be used to analyze the linguistic complexity and pedagogical alignment of the materials. The findings will help determine the overall effectiveness of the AI tools in enhancing learning outcomes.

For instance, it can generate texts on niche topics, simulate authentic conversations, and even adapt materials to match specific learning objectives.

2. Chat Qwen:  

   Created by Alibaba Cloud, Chat Qwen is another powerful AI assistant known for its robust natural language processing capabilities. One of its standout features is its ability to understand and respond to nuanced prompts, making it highly effective for crafting detailed and engaging tasks. Chat Qwen also supports multiple languages, which is particularly useful for bilingual or multilingual classrooms. Its user-friendly interface and fast response times further enhance its appeal for educational purposes.

3. Google AI Studio:
Powered by Google, Google AI Studio is a streamlined, web-based tool designed for rapid prototyping with the cutting-edge Gemini family of models. It is distinguished by its powerful multimodal capabilities, adept at processing not just text but also image, audio, and video inputs. Despite striving for accuracy and effectiveness, there may be areas where the study could benefit from further refinement or exploration. Feedback from peers and practitioners will be invaluable in addressing these shortcomings.

The study focuses on two key areas:

1. Designing reading comprehension materials using AI tools, aimed at enhancing critical thinking and analytical skills among gifted students.

2. Developing listening tasks through AI applications, targeting advanced auditory processing and contextual understanding.

Both sections are specifically tailored to meet the needs of specialized high school students and gifted students, ensuring that the materials are intellectually stimulating and pedagogically sound. These components collectively aim to demonstrate how AI can revolutionize the creation of educational resources for high-achieving students.

SECTION I: USING AI TO DESIGN READING TASKS

Thus, the first and most important step: creating the reading text, has been completed. After obtaining the results, you can make adjustments (length, difficulty, etc.) to suit your purpose.

2. USING AI APPS TO DESIGN READING TASKS

Few topics in education spark as much debate as reading activities. Critics argue that traditional comprehension questions detract from the joy of reading, reducing it to a mechanical exercise of finding "right answers." For them, these questions prioritize testability over learning. However, proponents counter that well-crafted questions can foster critical thinking, stimulate discussion, and deepen engagement with a text. Others concede that time constraints often lead teachers to rely on comprehension questions, especially when preparing students for exams.

Regardless of perspective, reading activities remain essential in language teaching. After all, what happens after reading matters. But deciding what questions to ask, which language points to focus on, or how to encourage meaningful interaction with a text can be challenging. This is where AI tools come into play, offering innovative ways to design tasks such as true/false questions, vocabulary analysis, or even speaking prompts inspired by a text.

Students aren’t required to truly comprehend the passage; instead, they simply need to locate a specific word and make a comparison. If you want your students to engage in deeper thinking and inference, consider asking the AI text generator to rephrase the questions.

Example Prompt: 

Write 10 information-based reading comprehension questions for C1 level English students who read this text. When writing the questions, avoid using identical language from the text and instead paraphrase. Text: [paste the reading text].

In the example above, the language in the questions is paraphrased from the language in the text. Students need to think of synonyms to answer these correctly.

You may wish to design new reading comprehension questions based on a different passage. This could be particularly helpful if you’re getting students ready for an exam and need questions that mirror the test format. In this case, using a sample can be beneficial. It’s especially effective when you aim to incorporate multiple question styles for a single text.

2.2. USING AI IN SUMMARY AND INTEGRATION QUESTIONS

As mentioned earlier, one significant limitation of reading comprehension questions—particularly those centered on information—is their lack of real-world relevance. These questions often fail to reflect how we naturally interact with texts in everyday life.

One practical activity we frequently engage in after reading is summarizing. For instance, we might briefly recap a book we’re reading, a movie review we’re considering, or a blog post that could interest a coworker. Similarly, students can be encouraged to summarize texts in class. While grading summaries is more challenging than assessing true/false questions, this exercise offers greater value for language development.

How does AI fit into this? You can use AI to generate a summary of a text as an example answer. Students can then compare their own work with the AI-generated model, identifying useful ideas from the AI’s response to enhance their writing. Additionally, they can critique the model answer, suggesting ways it could be refined further.

2.3. USING AI IN ALIGNING QUESTIONS TO TEXTS

At the start, I discussed how reading comprehension questions can be used to hone various reading skills, such as skimming, scanning, making connections, visualizing, predicting, summarizing, and questioning. These skills should align with the type of text being read. For instance, while readers might visualize when engaging with poetry, they wouldn’t do so with a train timetable. Similarly, one might skim through blog posts but read novels more thoroughly. Predictions are natural when diving into fiction but not when consulting travel guides.

AI apps can assist by recommending appropriate skills for different texts encountered beyond classroom settings. By presenting a text to AI, you can request suggestions on the reading strategies most likely to be applied to that genre or format. This insight can guide us in crafting relevant comprehension questions and ensure that some of the tasks students complete reflect real-world reading practices.

2.4. USING AI IN TEACHING VOCABULARY:

You might select a passage for your students because it contains specific linguistic elements you aim to teach. Alternatively, you could opt for an engaging text that matches their proficiency level and then identify valuable language features within it. This method offers two significant benefits: the text is likely to feel authentic since your choice was driven by its impact on you (rather than its inclusion of multiple instances of a particular grammar rule, such as seven uses of the past continuous in one paragraph). Additionally, the text will likely captivate readers because it intrigued you enough to be chosen. This strategy is referred to as a text-driven approach to material design.

It can be overwhelming to analyze a section and tally occurrences of various grammatical structures. 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IV. DESIGNING TASKS FOR LISTENING MATERIALS

It's about deciding what truly matters and having the discipline to follow through on those commitments. By doing so, you don’t just get more done—you create space for what truly enriches your life. So, what will you take control of today?
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	Liam:
I've been grappling with the speed of AI development lately. While the innovation is staggering, I'm not convinced we're giving ethical oversight the attention it deserves.

Chloe:
You've hit the nail on the head. We're so focused on what AI can do that we're not asking what it should do. If we were to embed a universal ethical framework into these systems, what would it even look like?

Liam:
Exactly. Morality isn't a simple dataset you can upload. If we had tried to codify morality 50 years ago, it would reflect the biases of that era. We risk creating inherently biased autonomous systems.

Chloe:
That's a chilling thought. It makes you wonder about the unforeseen consequences. Take autonomous vehicles, for instance. In a no-win scenario, who does it choose to save? The programming reflects a moral choice.

Liam:
Precisely. And that choice is made by a handful of developers. This is where I think we're dropping the ball. There needs to be a much broader, public discourse on these issues.
