B. COUNTABLE AND UNCOUNTABLE NOUNS

- Some nouns refer to things which, in English, are treated as separate items which
can be counted. These are called countable nouns. Here are some examples:

She’s got two sisters and a younger brother.
2. Uncountable nouns (Danh tir khong dém dworc)

In English grammar, some things are seen as a whole or mass. These are called

uncountable nouns, because they cannot be separated or counted.

dwoc goi la danh tir khong dém dwoc vi chung khong thé tach roi hodc dém duoc. )

Some examples of uncountable nouns are:
- Ideas and experiences: ( Y twong va kinh nghiém ): advice, information, progress,
news, luck, fun, work
- Materials and substances (Vat liéu va chat) : water, rice, cement, gold, milk
- Weather words ( e thoi tiéz) : weather, thunder, lightning, rain, snow
- Names for groups or collections of things ( 7én cho cac nhom hodc bé suu tap cua sw
vat:) . furniture, equipment, rubbish, luggage.
- Other common uncountable nouns include (Cdc danh tir khéng dém dwoc phé bién
khéc bao gom : accommodation, baggage, homework, knowledge, money, permission,
research, traffic, travel.
- Some nouns always have plural form but they are uncountable because we cannot use
numbers with them. ( Mgt s6 danh tir luén c¢é dang s6 nhiéu nhung chiing khong dém
dwoc vi chiing ta khéng thé sir dung sé véi chiing.)
