Gifts: In Chinese cultures, w edding guests give gifts of money to the newly-weds in small red envelopes.
Money is also an appropriate gift at Korean and Japanese wedding. In many Western countries, for example
in the U.K, wedding guests give the bride and groom household items that they may need for their new home.
In Russia, rather than receiving gifts, the bride and groom provide gifts to their guests instead.
