Định nghĩa tính từ: Tính từ chỉ chất lượng là tính từ chỉ về chất lượng của người, động vật hoặc của một đồ vật cụ thế. 
- Tính từ chỉ chất lượng trong tiếng Anh được phân ra làm 2 loại:
 + Tính từ ngắn - short adjective
 + Tính từ dài - long adjective
· Phân biệt tính từ ngắn và tính từ dài:
	Tính từ ngắn (Short adjectives)
	Tính từ dài (Long adjectives)

	Là tính từ có một âm tiết
Ví dụ: red, long, short, hard,...
	Là tính từ có từ 2 âm tiết trở lên
