working. There is something you shouldn’t do during Tet.
* In case you had funerals in your family last year, you must pay attention to not visiting other
person’s house for the first 3 days on the Lunar New Year.
» According to the traditional Vietnamese’s concept, black and white or dark clothes remind of
funerals. These colors are not accepted on Lunar New Year Holidays. People prefer red color for
this festival.
* Try to avoid negative topics including accidents, deaths or funerals on Tet holidays. Put on a
smile for at least the first 3 days of the year.
