 T  plays the recording  and asks Ss  to listen and repeat the words they hear. 
- Explain to Ss the difference between the two sounds if needed:

- Correct their pronunciation.
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	Task 5: Listen and practise the sentences. Underline the words with the sound /br/ and circle the words with /pr/. (8’)

	- Teacher aks Ss to quickly read the sentences and underline the words having the sounds /br/, and circle the words having the sound /pr/. 
T plays the recording for Ss to listen and check.
- T asks Ss to work in pairs to compare their answers
- Teacher gives corrections and feedback to students’ pronunciation.
