	2.Name the things in each room in Ex.1 .Use the word list . (You may use a word more than once.)
*Suggested answers:

· Bedroom: lamp, picture, chest of drawers

· Living room: lamp, sofa, picture

· Hall: picture

· Kitchen: fridge, cupboard, dishwasher, sink

· Bathroom: shower, sink, toilet

Other words: chair, fan, air conditioner, cooker, etc.

3. Think of a room in your house. In pair , ask and answer questions to guess it .

S1: What’s in your room?

S2: A lamp and a chest of drawers.

S1: Is it the bedroom?

S2: Yes.

4.Listen and repeat the words .

PRONUNCIATION: Final sounds/s/, /z/

+ Final –s is pronounced /s/ after voiceless sounds (/t/, /p/, /k/, /f/, /θ/).

+ Final –s is pronounced /z/ after voiced sounds (/b/, /d/, /g/, /n/, /m/, /l/, etc.) and any vowel sounds.
*Answers:

/s/: lamps, sinks, flats, toilets
/z/: cupboards, sofas, kitchens, rooms
