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Extension Activities for Tracing

Use the following hands-on activities to enhance your child’s fine motor
development. Keep in mind that the process, not the finished product, is what is
important. Work beside your child and model various tracing activities for him
or her.

Maze Magic

This activity will help your child stay between the lines when completing a maze.
Use the maze activities in this book or draw your own maze. Then, trace the lines
of the maze with raised craft paint or glue. When the paint or glue is dry, give the
maze to your child to complete. The raised paint or glue will serve as a “bumper”
for your child’s pencil, keeping his or her pencil within the boundaries of the maze.

Path to Success

Place small objects, such as buttons, beads, stones, or bits of cereal, on a piece of
white paper. Label one object “Start” and another object “End.” Your child will
trace a path that circles every object on the page and stops at the end. See how
many different paths your child can come up with. He or she can use a different
color for each path. (Safety Tip: Never leave your child alone with small objects.)

Tracing Away

Find household objects for your child to trace that are the same shape as the
shapes in the activities. Some examples include coasters, combs, mugs or glasses,
and photographs. Ask your child to identify the shape of each object before he or
she begins to trace it.

After completing Activity #43, give your child additional practice tracing his or her
name. Using a pencil, write your child’s name in big letters. Your child will use
alternating colors of crayons, colored pencils, or markers to trace the letters of his
or her name.

Color Resist

Give your child a white crayon and a white piece of paper. Have your child press
down hard as he or she traces around different objects. He or she can overlap the
shapes fo create a more interesting design. Then, mix colored tempera paint with
water for your child to brush over his or her drawing. As the wax resists the paint,
your child’s creation will begin to appear. Your child can also use colored crayons
with this activity.

Fingers and Toes

Trace around your child’s hands or feet. Then, have your child color the picture.
You can write the date on the paper and save it in a memory box. You can also let
your child trace around your hands and feet.

Ruler Design

Your child will lay a ruler down on a piece of paper, trace a line, then move the
ruler and trace another line. Your child will repeat this process to create a piece of
art. Model how to hold the ruler down with one hand and trace with the other. You
may have to hold the ruler down as your child draws.

What's That Object?

Place five or six household objects on a tray. You can use cookie cutters, mixing
spoons, CDs, or anything else you can think of. Have your child look away as you
trace around one of the objects and place it back on the tray. Then, your child will
try to guess which object you traced. Take turns tracing and guessing.

Magnet Experiment

Provide your child with an assortment of magnets, items that can be attracted to
magnets, and items that cannot be attracted to magnets. Have your child test the
items and sort all the objects into two piles. Give your child a piece of paper and
ask him or her to trace the objects that can be attracted to magnets.
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
