Traditional textbooks may fall short in terms of text complexity, vocabulary richness, and task variety. Moreover, manually creating reading tasks that align with both students' interests and their high language proficiency is time-consuming and unsustainable for many educators.
By integrating ChatGPT into the process, teachers can generate authentic, level-appropriate, and thematically diverse reading texts along with custom comprehension questions. This AI-supported approach not only saves time but also enhances the quality and personalization of reading instruction. Therefore, the study aims to investigate how ChatGPT can be effectively used to design reading tasks that foster critical reading skills, promote engagement, and support the academic development of gifted English language learners.
This is the reason why the study "AI-Assisted Reading Task Design: A ChatGPT-Based Approach" was conducted. It addresses not only a current educational trend but also a practical and urgent need in the teaching of English to talented learners at the upper-secondary level. 
II. Aims of the study
This study aims to examine the advantages and challenges of using ChatGPT in designing reading comprehension tasks for gifted students. By exploring practical ways to apply ChatGPT in the creation process, the study demonstrates how AI can support teachers in generating high-quality, engaging tasks. In addition, it presents sample reading tasks tailored for gifted learners and evaluates their academic impact and learning outcomes.

I. Literature review
The integration of Artificial Intelligence (AI) into education has transformed traditional instructional design, particularly in reading pedagogy. Recent advances in Natural Language Processing (NLP) have enabled AI models to generate human-like text, allowing educators to automate and personalize aspects of teaching that were once highly time-consuming. Among such tools, ChatGPT—a large language model developed by OpenAI—has shown promising potential in designing and facilitating reading tasks tailored to specific learner needs.
Several scholars have explored the use of AI in language education. Kukulska-Hulme et al. (2020) emphasized the potential of AI to support personalized learning through adaptive content generation. Similarly, Holmes et al. (2019) argued that AI technologies could offer scalable solutions for differentiated instruction in language learning, including reading comprehension. These studies highlight the shifting role of teachers from sole content creators to facilitators and curators of AI-generated materials.
The design of reading tasks, especially for advanced and gifted learners, demands cognitive rigor, lexical variety, and text authenticity. According to Nation and Newton (2009), effective reading tasks should promote both language input and strategic comprehension skills. However, traditional methods of creating such tasks are labor-intensive and often lack linguistic variability or thematic freshness. In this context, AI tools like ChatGPT can be employed to assist educators in generating reading passages, vocabulary exercises, and comprehension questions aligned with higher-order thinking skills.
Emerging research has begun to examine ChatGPT specifically in educational settings. Zhai (2022) explored the use of ChatGPT to scaffold reading and writing tasks and found it beneficial for generating sample texts, prompts, and feedback. In another study, Lo (2023) investigated the effectiveness of ChatGPT in generating IELTS-style reading passages and noted its ability to replicate both the tone and complexity of authentic texts. However, concerns remain regarding factual accuracy, bias, and the need for teacher moderation.
While much of the literature recognizes the potential of AI, particularly ChatGPT, in supporting reading task design, there is limited empirical work focused specifically on gifted students or national examination formats. This gap presents an opportunity to explore how ChatGPT can be effectively leveraged to design high-quality, exam-aligned reading tasks that meet the cognitive demands of advanced learners.
Using ChatGPT to help design reading tasks offers several advantages for teachers of gifted students. It saves time by generating texts and questions quickly, and allows for high customization based on topic, difficulty, or question type. ChatGPT also provides a rich variety of themes, including up-to-date and academic topics that appeal to advanced learners. Its fluent and coherent outputs expose students to complex vocabulary and structures, supporting language development. Moreover, teachers can easily revise, adapt, or regenerate materials to match specific learning goals.
However, challenges remain. AI-generated content may lack depth, authenticity, or relevance to students’ real context. Without careful review, teachers risk relying on texts that are too general or inaccurately pitched. ChatGPT does not fully replace pedagogical judgment, especially when aligning materials with national exam formats or critical thinking skills. Ethical concerns also arise, such as students overusing AI or misusing it to avoid genuine effort. Therefore, while ChatGPT is a powerful tool, it must be used thoughtfully and selectively.
II. Overview of reading tasks in the 2024 National English Contest
According to the official format of the 2024 National English Contest (NEC), the Reading section accounts for 8 out of 20 points, making it a significant component of the test. This section is divided into two main parts: Language in Use and Reading Comprehension.
The Language in Use part integrates grammar and vocabulary tasks into short reading passages, requiring students not only to recognize correct forms but also to understand context and usage. Meanwhile, the Reading Comprehension part includes a variety of academic texts accompanied by multiple task types such as gap-filling, reference and inference questions, missing paragraph identification, information location, and tasks that require students to determine the writer’s attitude, tone, or main idea
These tasks are highly demanding, as they call for both a strong command of language knowledge and sharp analytical thinking. Students must demonstrate their ability to process dense information, decode complex sentence structures, and respond to nuanced questions—all under time pressure. This reflects the contest’s goal of identifying truly gifted learners with advanced English proficiency and intellectual agility.

III. The Role of ChatGPT in Designing Reading Tasks 
1. Automated generation of reading passages 
One of ChatGPT’s most powerful features is its ability to generate reading texts according to precise teacher specifications. Educators can input specific criteria—such as topic, word count, CEFR level, genre, tone, and target age group—and receive a coherent, relevant, and level-appropriate reading passage within seconds.
Example: “Generate a 400-word informational text on ‘The impact of urbanization on mental health’ suitable for C1 students, using academic tone and varied sentence structures.”
ChatGPT will not only produce a passage aligned with this prompt but also ensure internal coherence, lexical variety, and thematic consistency. This reduces planning time for teachers while allowing greater creativity in topic selection.
Furthermore, the generated content can be used as-is or further edited by the teacher, making it ideal for both standard and differentiated instruction.
2. Designing diverse reading tasks
Reading instruction is most effective when it targets a wide spectrum of subskills: skimming, scanning, inferring, summarizing, identifying paraphrased ideas, and understanding vocabulary in context. ChatGPT enables teachers to build customized reading tasks that test these specific skills.
Some examples include:
· Multiple Choice Questions (MCQs) for:
· Main idea recognition
· Inference
· Vocabulary meaning in context
· Paraphrase identification
· True/False/Not Given items for:
· Factual recall
· Distinguishing between stated and implied information
· Matching Exercises:
· Headings to paragraphs (coherence and cohesion)
· Statements to specific lines or sections of the passage
· Sentence and Summary Completion: Requiring students to reconstruct missing information based on comprehension
· Gap-fill Tasks: With or without a word bank, targeting context clues, collocations, or grammar
· Paragraph Insertion: A higher-level task assessing text cohesion and logical sequencing
ChatGPT can generate these task types on demand. For example: “Create 10 multiple-choice questions based on this passage that test detail, inference, and vocabulary.”
This capability helps ensure that reading tasks are varied, balanced, and aligned with Bloom’s taxonomy and CEFR descriptors.
3. Building vocabulary support and pre-reading scaffolds
Effective reading lessons often begin with pre-reading activities to activate schema and introduce key vocabulary. ChatGPT can assist in creating:
· Glossaries of unfamiliar words from a given text, with definitions and example sentences
· Word banks grouped by theme or word family
· Pre-reading discussion prompts or prediction questions
· Concept maps or semantic webs to visually represent vocabulary networks
This is especially helpful for CLIL (Content and Language Integrated Learning) environments or when working with students at mixed proficiency levels.
Prompt example: “List 20 potentially unfamiliar academic words from this passage, define them in simple English, and use each in a new sentence.”
4. Differentiation and level adaptation
One major challenge in designing reading tasks is catering to students with different levels of language proficiency. ChatGPT can simplify or elevate texts as needed without changing the core content, supporting inclusive and scaffolded instruction.
For example:
- A teacher may input a C1-level text and ask: “Simplify this passage for a B1 learner while keeping the main ideas and replacing complex vocabulary with more common equivalents.”
- Conversely, a teacher could ask: “Rewrite this B1-level story in a more formal academic tone suitable for C1 students, using passive voice and nominalisation.”
This functionality supports tiered instruction, remedial practice, and enrichment tasks for gifted students.
5. Creating higher-order thinking activities
Beyond basic comprehension, ChatGPT supports the development of higher-order reading tasks that encourage critical thinking and active engagement with the text. These include:
· Paraphrasing Tasks: Students are asked to rewrite ideas in different words or change the sentence structure. ChatGPT can generate sample paraphrases or identify equivalent meanings.
· Inference-Based Questions: These challenge learners to read between the lines and draw logical conclusions from implicit information.
· Text Summarization Exercises: Students summarize a text in 2–3 sentences, which tests their ability to extract and prioritize key ideas.
· Debate and Argumentation Prompts: After reading, students respond to a controversial statement or opposing viewpoint, either in writing or speaking.
These activities push students to go beyond surface understanding, developing skills that align with upper CEFR bands (B2–C2) and standardized test rubrics such as IELTS or TOEFL.
6. Providing instant feedback and explanation
Teachers can also use ChatGPT to explain why a particular answer is correct or incorrect, point out distractors and test-taking strategies and clarify misunderstood ideas or vocabulary
This can be especially useful in test preparation settings, where students need immediate and focused feedback to improve their performance.
Prompt: “Explain why option B is the correct answer to question 4, and why A, C, and D are incorrect based on the text.”
7. Time-saving for teachers
ChatGPT serves as a time-saving assistant that enables teachers to focus more on personalizing instruction, monitoring student progress, designing effective feedback, and enriching learning experiences. Teachers remain in control of content selection, task relevance, scaffolding, and alignment with learning objectives.
IV. Applications and implementation
1. Steps to use ChatGPT for designing reading tasks
To make the most of ChatGPT in a reliable and purposeful way, these steps should be followed when designing reading tasks for gifted students.
Step 1: Select a reliable source text or use ChatGPT for automated generation
Begin by choosing an informative and well-structured article or paragraph from reliable sources such as National Geographic, The Guardian, Scientific American, Smithsonian Magazine, or official course books/workbooks. Alternatively, if time is limited or you need a customized passage, you can ask ChatGPT to generate one based on specific instructional needs.
Step 2:  Input the text into ChatGPT with clear instructions
Go to https://chat.openai.com and log into your account. You can use the free version or subscribe to ChatGPT Plus for access to advanced features and better performance. Copy and paste the selected text into ChatGPT and give specific instructions—for example:
 “Paraphrase this into a more academic style suitable for advanced students.”
You can ask ChatGPT to shorten, lengthen, or rephrase certain sections to match your learning objectives.
Step 3:  Design reading tasks
Ask ChatGPT to generate different types of questions based on the modified text, such as: multiple-choice comprehension questions, gap-filling exercises (cloze tests), matching headings with paragraphs, inserting a missing sentence into the appropriate paragraph.
Besides, you can also use a clear and specific prompt like: "Create a 300-word academic reading passage on the topic of greenwashing. Then generate 10 MCQ with four options (with answers and explanations). Level: C1–C2."

When people feel deceived, they may become cynical about environmental claims altogether, potentially disengaging from green behaviors. Moreover, greenwashing can create an uneven playing field, where truly sustainable businesses struggle to compete with companies that only appear to be eco-friendly.
Regulators and watchdog groups have begun responding. The European Union and several other jurisdictions now require firms to substantiate environmental claims with scientific evidence. Some NGOs also maintain "greenwashing scorecards" to hold brands accountable. However, enforcement remains patchy, and in many markets, green marketing still operates in a regulatory grey area.
Ultimately, combating greenwashing will require a combination of informed consumers, stricter regulations, and corporate transparency. Until then, critical thinking—not colorful labels—may be the consumer’s best defense against being misled.
